NAPLAN

The National Assessment Program — Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) will be held from the 13 March
— 25 March this year. All students in Years 3 and 5 complete the NAPLAN in the following areas:

* Reading

» Writing

» Conventions of Language

* Numeracy.

Children complete NAPLAN online, except for the writing test for Year 3, which is completed in a booklet.
The results of the tests allow us to identify and celebrate student achievement, and additionally we use
the data to identify where we as a school are using effective strategies and programs in our teaching of
English and Mathematics. Parents in Years 3 & 5 will receive a parent letter about NAPLAN in the coming
days.
